TLU to introduce Danny Padron as new head football coach – TLU will hold a 2 p.m. press conference today in San Antonio to introduce Danny Padron as the new head football coach of the Bulldogs. Padron, 57, recently completed his eighth season as the head football coach and athletic coordinator at San Antonio’s O’Connor High School.

Padron was 65-30 overall as the head coach at O’Connor. He was the 2003 San Antonio Express-News “San Antonio Area Coach of the Year.”  President Ann M. Svennungsen and Director of Athletics Bill Miller will be in attendance with Padron on Monday to make the formal announcement.

Women’s Basketball – TLU’s Amy Doyle banked in a long three-pointer at the buzzer to force a first overtime, and the Bulldogs took advantage of her heroics by winning in double-overtime 89-86 over the University of the Ozarks.

At TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium on Saturday, the Bulldogs rebounded a missed free throw with five seconds to play and trailing by three. Doyle took a pass from Tamisha Timpson, dribbled across half-court, and launched well beyond the men’s three-point line.

In the second overtime, Doyle had a key steal and transition lay-up as TLU out-scored Ozarks 16-13 in final frame.

The victory sent TLU to 6-5 overall and to 5-3 in the American Southwest Conference.

After scoring only two points in the first half, Timpson erupted for 25 in the second half. The sophomore forward had a game-best 12 field goals made in 24 attempts. She also grabbed 10 rebounds.

Doyle added 15 points, nine assists, four rebounds, and two steals. Kimberly Hagan contributed 11 points and five rebounds. Pearl Kafoa and Candace Mitchell grabbed 10 rebounds and eight rebounds, respectively.

Jennifer Munoz also hit double figures for TLU. The sophomore shooting guard had 10 points and three assists.

Men’s Basketball – The University of the Ozarks took an 81-68 ASC Saturday over TLU, the eighth straight loss for the Bulldogs.

TLU received 19 points from junior wing Brad Howard and 12 from sophomore forward Isaac Williams. Williams and Howard collected eight and seven rebounds, respectively. Howard also recorded four steals.

The Bulldogs continue conference play Tuesday with a 7:30 p.m. contest against Schreiner.
