Women’s Basketball – TLU held Schreiner to 30 percent shooting overall and to 4.8 percent shooting from the three-point line in a 73-43 Bulldog win Tuesday night at Memorial Gymnasium. TLU won for the second straight game and improved to 7-5 overall, to 6-3 in the conference, and to a second-place tie with Mary Hardin-Baylor in the ASC West Division. The Bulldogs and The Cru trail Howard Payne by a game in the division.

In Tuesday’s win for TLU, sophomore shooting guard Jennifer Munoz led all scorers with 13 points. Munoz scored 10 of her 13 in the second half. She also had two of her three three-pointers in the final 20 minutes. Tamisha Timpson contributed nine points, eight rebounds, three steals and two assists. TLU point guard Amy Doyle  dished out seven assists and scored seven points. Candace Mitchell added eight points, six rebounds, two block and a steal.

TLU continues conference play Thursday with a 5:30 p.m. home game against McMurry. TLU will have live video and live stats for the game at www.tlubulldogs.com.

Men’s basketball – TLU overcame a 13-for-37 performance at the free throw line in snapping an eight-game overall losing skid with a 58-52 win Tuesday over Schreiner. At TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium, TLU trailed by nine, 46-37, with 7:57 to play but rallied to post its first American Southwest Conference win of the season. The Bulldogs moved to 3-10 overall and to 1-8 in the ASC.

Trailing by nine with less than eight minutes to play, the Bulldogs cut the Schreiner lead down to one just three-and-a-half minutes later.

Junior post Henry Flores started the key 8-0 run with a lay-up. Michael Flores and Brad Howard followed with lay-ups of their won. Malcolm Dotson capped the run with two free throws.

Schreiner took a four-point lead with 3:30 to play on an Alex Hammond three, but Michael Flores cut the TLU deficit back down to one with a three of his own just 16 seconds later.

The Bulldogs took their first lead of the second half on a Howard lay-up with 1:27 to play. Isaac Williams made it a three-point TLU lead with a bucket with only 33 seconds remaining.

Dotson made two free throws, and Michael Flores added another good foul shot to give TLU its final six-point cushion (the largest TLU lead of the evening).

Henry Flores led all scorers with 13 and all rebounders with 16. Twelve of his 16 boards came on the offensive glass. Jarrell English added nine points, four assists, and three steals. Dotson contributed eight points, six steals, five rebounds and two assists.
