Men’s Basketball – The Texas Lutheran Bulldogs knocked off ASC West Division leader McMurry 65-61 and won for second time in three nights. The Bulldogs improved to 4-10 overall and to 2-8 in the American Southwest Conference.

McMurry fell to 8-5 overall and to 6-3 in the ASC.

Isaac Williams led TLU with 16 points and eight rebounds. Williams was 5-for-8 from the field and 6-for-8 from the free throw line.

The Bulldogs received huge boosts from the bench. Sophomore guard Michael Flores scored 15 in a reserve role, and freshman forward George Davis contributed career-bests in points (12) and rebounds (7).

The game was tied at 28 at halftime. TLU took a 10-point lead with 11:46 to play, but McMurry stormed back to take a 4-point lead after a 16-2 run.

Henry Flores hit a 17-foot jumper to give TLU the lead for good at 54-53 with 3:15 to play.

On the Bulldogs’ next two possessions, Michael Flores nailed a three, and Williams hit a short jumper as the TLU lead his six with 1:46 remaining.

Davis grabbed a loose rebound in the closing seconds and added a lay-up, and Michael Flores iced the game with four consecutive free throws.
