Men’s Basketball - TLU rallied from 19 points down in the second half and had a three-point shot to take the lead with four seconds to play in a 69-65 loss Thursday to the University of Mary Hardin-Baylor.

TLU’s Brad Howard took the final three and hit the front iron. UMHB’s Zane Johnston grabbed the rebound and sank two free throws to seal the Cru’s American Southwest Conference victory.

UMHB, the division leader entering the night, won for the fifth straight game and snapped TLU’s three-game win streak.

TLU received 19 points off the bench from sophomore shooting guard Michael Flores. Flores hit three three-pointers and added three rebounds.

TLU hits the road for Saturday’s conference game in Round Rock against Concordia Texas. The women’s game starts at 1 p.m., and the men’s game begins at 3 p.m.

Womens Basketball – ASC West Division leader Mary Hardin-Baylor ran its overall win streak to eight with an 85-77 road win Thursday over TLU.

The Bulldogs fell to 7-5 in the ASC West Division and to 8-7 overall. TLU entered the contest just a game behind UMHB in the division standings.

Almost half of the Bulldogs’ points were contributed by Kimberly Hagan. Hagan scored 35 points for TLU on 9-of-19 shooting. She made seven of her 12 three-point shots and was also 10-of-10 from the free throw line.

Tamisha Timpson gave the Bulldogs 16 points and led the team in rebounding with nine.
