President Andre’ Golike, of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of the Central African Republic (EELRC), will be visiting the TLU campus on Wednesday. He will hold a conversation with members of the TLU community at 3 p.m. Wednesday in the Chapel of the Abiding Presence.  

The EELRC was established in 1930 and became independent in 1973. It has been a member of the LWF since 1974. The church has seven regions and 27 districts. More than 70 Lutheran pastors in The Central African Republic, one of the poorest countries in the world.  

From 1981 until 1983, Golike worked as an assistant catechist at the Lutheran Center in Baboua. He then entered the seminary in Baboua and was ordained in October 1994. He went on to study the English language from 1994 until 1995 in Accra, Ghana, and completed his studies in theology at the Makumira Faculty of Theology in Tanzania. From 2000 until 2005, he was co-director of the seminary in Baboua, as well as a part-time director of school projects.  He is married and has six children.
