Make a Change in 14 Days –– For the fourth consecutive year, the TLU Student-Athlete Advisory Committee joins the other 14 American Southwest Conference member institutions in “Make a Change in 14 Days,” a service project collecting loose coins to raise funds for local charitable organizations.

The “Make a Change in 14 Days” campaign started Monday on the TLU campus, and it will run until Feb. 7. Arrangements are in place to collect change on the TLU campus over the 14-day period – coinciding with the turn of the conference divisional basketball schedule.

TLU will donate the funds it collects to the Guadalupe Valley Habitat for Humanity.

“I like ‘Make A Change in 14 Days’ because it allows TLU to come together as a school, and we give back to the community,” said Jamie Jahns, the president of TLU’s Student-Athlete Advisory Committee. Jahns also serves as vice president of the conference-wide SAAC.

The TLU Student-Athlete Advisory Committee has change collection buckets on campus at the Dr. Burton E. Grossman Fitness Center and in the TLU Bookstore. Members of TLU’s Student-Athlete Advisory Committee also will be present at the Bulldog basketball doubleheaders on Feb. 4 and Feb. 6 to collect change from fans at the games. 

Basketball fans can be on the lookout for special give-a-ways at home games during “Make a Change in 14 Days,” and TLU is selling T-shirts to benefit the “Make A Change in 14 Days” effort. All profits from the sale of the T-shirts will go to Guadalupe Valley Habitat for Humanity. 

The conference-wide project is also designed as a friendly challenge among the ASC campuses. The member SAAC collecting the most funds and the top-earning division group will be honored by the conference.

Baseball – TLU is the favorite in the American Southwest Conference preseason baseball poll for the ASC West Division. TLU, led by third-year head coach Greg Burnett, posted a 30-14 overall record with a 16-5 mark in the conference play last season.

A year ago the Bulldogs won their seventh ASC West Division crown in nine years. TLU won a conference playoff series over the University of the Ozarks and advanced to the double-elimination round of the ASC Championship Tournament. TLU was eliminated in the tournament after losses to the University of Texas at Tyler and the University of Texas at Dallas.

The Bulldogs start the 2010 campaign with a three-game, non-conference road series against Austin College on Feb. 6-7. The Saturday doubleheader is set for a 1 p.m. start, and Sunday’s 9-inning game is scheduled for a noon start.

TLU, the overall conference champion in 2005, 2006, and 2007, received 13 of the 24 first-place votes available in the ASC West preseason poll. The Bulldogs hit .323 as a team and scored a division-high 376 runs last season.

A total of 30 players – 14 from the ASC East and 16 from the ASC West – were named to the inaugural “Players to Watch” list. Each team’s “Players to Watch” were selected by the team’s respective coaches.

TLU’s “Players to Watch” for 2010 are sophomore right-handed pitcher Brad Orosey and senior right fielder Ryan Nokelby.
