Women’s basketball – TLU remained in the hunt for an American Southwest Conference Championship Tournament berth with an 85-66 win at Sul Ross State on Thursday.

The Bulldogs moved to 10-7 overall and to 9-5 in the ASC West Division. The win keeps TLU in third place in the ASC West standings. The Bulldogs have 1-1/2 game leads over both Hardin-Simmons and McMurry and trail Mary Hardin-Baylor and Howard Payne in the ASC West standings.

Jennifer Muno  led the Bulldogs with 13 points. Munoz scored 11 of her 13 in the first half. Kimberly Hagan and Allie Beach each added 12 points. The 12 points for Beach are a career-high. She was 5-for-7 from the field. 

Tamisha Timpson contributed 10 points and 10 rebounds, and Amy Doyle dished out 10 assists and had only one turnover. Doyle also scored 10 points.

The Bulldogs travel to Brownwood for Saturday’s game with Howard Payne. Game time is set for 1 p.m. at the Brownwood Coliseum. HPU will have live stats and live audio for the game.

Men’s Basketball – Sul Ross State out-scored TLU 52-37 in the second half and posted an 81-71 conference victory Thursday at the Pete P. Gallego Center. 
TLU held a 34-29 lead at the half after shooting 61.5 percent from the field.

Sul Ross became the hot team in the second half, shooting 16-for-27 (59.3 percent) over the final 20 minutes of play. The Lobos also hit 50 percent (4-of-8) from the three-point line.

TLU dropped to 5-13 overall and to 3-11 in the ASC West.

Henry Flores played well against his former team. The junior post made 12 of his 16 shots and finished 25 points and eight rebounds. Flores had 15 points in the first half. Isaac Williams chipped in 14 points, four assists, and four rebounds.
