Athletics

Basketball – Both men’s and women’s basketball teams fell to Howard Payne on Saturday at TLU’s Memorial Gym.

HPU defeated the TLU women 86-74 to remain in second place in the ASC West.    TLU dropped to 11-9 overall and to 10-7 in the ASC West.  McMurry defeated Concordia Austin to pull into a tie with TLU for third place in the division.

TLU received 22 points from Kimberly Hagan and 21 from Jennifer Munoz.  Hagan and Munoz each hit four three-pointers.

In the men’s game, Howard Payne hit six of its last seven shots, including two three-pointers, in overtime and survived a furious second-half rally by TLU to post a 101-93 win Saturday.

 TLU needed a win to keep its slim playoff hopes alive. Saturday’s loss dropped the Bulldogs to 6-15 overall and to 4-13 in the ASC West.

TLU received 26 points from Henry Flores, 19 from Michael Flores, 18 from Isaac Williams, and 14 from Malcolm Dotson.

 Tennis – TLU opened the 2010 season with hard-fought non-conference losses Friday at St. Mary’s University. The Bulldogs return to action next Friday with a 10 a.m. match against LeTourneau University take place at the TLU tennis courts.

Baseball - TLU opened its 2010 baseball season with 14-4 and 8-1 victories over Austin College on Saturday afternoon. The Bulldogs received strong pitching performances from Brad Orosey (game 1) and Jeremiah Steinert (game 2). Orosey, a Preseason First Team All-American, struck out seven and walked just one in five innings of work. The sophomore right-hander moved to 1-0.

Steinert (1-0) pitched a complete game and allowed only three hits and one earned run. The senior right-hander struck out three and did not walk a batter.

Designated hitter Cody Miller homered in game one for TLU, and second baseman Andrew Femath went 2-for-3 with a double, two walks, and three runs.  
Austin College’s Sean Muder hit an RBI double in the bottom of the 10th inning on Sunday, lifting Austin College  to a 12-11 win over TLU.
TLU’s sophomore catcher Evan Curtis homered and drove in two runs. Femath, Ryan Nokelby, and Miller each scored twice.

The Bulldogs committed six errors, and those errors led to three unearned runs.

TLU’s next game is set for 3 p.m. Friday in Georgetown, Texas against Southwestern University.
