Women’s soccer – The TLU women’s soccer team has been picked fourth out of 14 teams in the 2007 American Southwest Conference Women’s Soccer Preseason Poll by the league’s 14 head coaches and sports information directors. The Bulldogs were picked behind defending conference champion Hardin-Simmons, the University of Texas at Dallas and the University of the Texas at Tyler. HSU enters the season ranked No. 4 in the country by D3kicks.com.

TLU comes off a school record-tying 14 wins in 2006 and a conference record of 10-3 in Head Coach Mike Alderson’s first year with the team. Alderson was named the 2006 ASC Coach of the Year. The Bulldogs scored a school-record 84 goals last season and shattered a total of 23 school records in marching to the ASC Championship Tournament semifinals. TLU returns 10 of 11 starters from last season’s squad.  
TLU starts its 2007 season on Friday with a 4 p.m. neutral site contest against Whitworth (Wash.). The game will be played at Trinity University in San Antonio. Click here to read the complete soccer story.
