Volleyball – The TLU volleyball team is the preseason favorite in the American Southwest Conference West Division after a vote of the league’s head coaches and sports information directors.

ASC head coaches and sports information directors also selected TLU’s Melissa Mudge, a senior libero from Round Rock, as the 2007 ASC West Preseason Defensive Player of the Year.

Second-year head coach Tiffany Davis’ Bulldogs went 15-3 against division competition (18-11 overall) in 2006 and hosted the ASC Championship Tournament. Davis and the Bulldogs return six players from last season’s ASC West Division Championship team. 
TLU starts the 2007 season at 5 p.m. Friday against No. 7-ranked Trinity (Texas). The match will be played in TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center.
Men’s Soccer – TLU men’s soccer team was the 10th pick in the 2007 American Southwest Conference Men’s Soccer Preseason Poll. TLU finished ninth in the 2006 ASC regular season standings. The Bulldogs, under second-year head coach Eddie Salazar, start 2007 with a squad of 26 players, including seven returning starters and 10 lettermen. The Bulldogs also welcome back 2005 ASC First Team All-Conference selection Silas Blackwell. The midfielder/forward missed all of the 2006 season with a broken bone in his foot. Blackwell scored nine goals and had five assists in the 2005 campaign.

TLU starts its 2007 season on Monday, Sept. 3 against NCAA Division II foe Texas A&M International. The men’s game starts at 4:30 p.m. in Laredo, Texas. The TLU women’s soccer team also plays TAMIU in Laredo on Monday beginning at 2:30 p.m.
