Volleyball – TLU overcame a sluggish effort to pull out a four-game win over Schreiner on Tuesday night in the American Southwest Conference opener for both teams. In TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center, TLU defeated Schreiner by a score of 30-19, 27-30, 30-21, 30-25.  

Jamie Jahns led the Bulldogs with 23 kills, and Jamie Lassiter and Kristen Eldridge added 13 and 12 kills, respectively.  Megan Purser dished out 50 assists and added four aces and seven digs. 

TLU improved to 4-2 overall and to 1-0 in the ASC West Division. The Bulldogs continue ASC West Division play with a road match Saturday at Sul Ross State University in Alpine, Texas. Match time is scheduled for 11 a.m.

Men’s golf – TLU rallied from seven shots down in the third round to win the TLU John Bohmann Memorial Invitational, Tuesday afternoon at the Golf Club of Seguin.

With a varsity five lineup that included the core of last year’s 7th-place finish at the NCAA Division III Championships, the Bulldogs tied Tyler Junior College at 857. But the Bulldogs claimed the title on the tiebreaker, the score of the fifth golfer on each squad.

TLU’s fifth golfer, Neil Simpson tied for 27th with three solid rounds of 73, 74 and 75.

The Bulldogs were led Tuesday by sophomore Ryan Kiel, the defending ASC champion. Kiel fired a tournament-best tying, 5-under par 67 and stormed into second place overall. Kiel drilled a 50-foot birdie on the 18th hole to cap the round.

TLU also received outstanding play from freshmen Jeff Rein and Andrew Long, who placed eighth and 14th overall, respectively. Rein posted scores of 70, 70 and 74, and Long had rounds of 72, 75 and 71. Returning All-American Tanner Carter tied for 16th after rounds of 69, 75 and 75.

TLU second team member A.J. Vesey tied for 11th after a final round 79. Vesey entered the final round in second place after Monday’s scores of 70 and 68.

Women’s golf – Tyler Junior College took the team title at the TLU Lady Bulldog Fall Classic that concluded at Max Starcke Park Municipal Golf Course in Seguin yesterday. Host Texas Lutheran finished in 11th place out of 14 teams. TLU, the defending ASC champion, received an outstanding final round from sophomore Angela Aufderhaar who posted an 82 in rainy conditions. Aufderhaar had an 84 in Monday’s round and placed ninth in individual competition. Sophomore Carly Hansen tied for 13th with rounds of 84 and 85.
