Buzzy Keller named Honorary Coach - Former Texas Lutheran athletic director and head baseball coach Buzzy Keller was honored Tuesday night as the 2007-08 Texas Lutheran Athletics Honorary Coach.
Keller graduated from Texas Lutheran in 1955 and lettered in football, basketball, baseball and track and field. After graduation, he signed with the Chicago Cubs baseball organization and played professional and semi-professional baseball. 

Keller and his wife Bertha Marie were on hand for the special presentation at the intermission of the Texas Lutheran-Schreiner women's volleyball match.

Keller was joined on the court by some of TLU's past honorary coaches, including: Carl Vann; Kermit and Carolyn Westerholm; Luther Paul, Dorothy and Julie Sagebiel; Frank Giesber; David Wasmund; Paul and Jan Quello; Jeep and Babs Kiel; and TLU Campus Pastor Greg Ronning.

Keller served as the Texas Lutheran head baseball coach for 11 years. He compiled 135 wins and guided the Bulldogs to three Big State Conference titles. He also served as the university's director of athletics, beginning in 1966 and continuing through 1970. Keller then returned to professional baseball as a scout and player development specialist. He has worked for several Major League Baseball clubs, including the Chicago Cubs, the Seattle Mariners and now the Texas Rangers.

Keller continues to serve TLU as a volunteer assistant coach in baseball and in football. Keller coaches the punters and kickers for the Bulldogs.
