During its 28th annual Krost Symposium, Texas Lutheran University will host various authors, photojournalists, musicians and other performers who use their art to express fervor for social issues such as the death penalty, access to education, and war. This year’s symposium, “The Creative Journey and the Art of Activism,” is an open forum of lectures and performances that will extend over a four-day period on the TLU campus in Seguin, beginning Oct. 25.  

Guests will include David Oliver Relin, author of the bestseller Three Cups of Tea: One Man's Mission to Promote Peace...One School at a Time, a look at access to education in Pakistan. Relin will deliver the opening Frank Giesber lecture at 9 a.m. on Oct. 25.

During the symposium, the TLU dramatic media department will present several performances of “Shrapnel” by Atlanta-based playwright, author and actor Lauren Gunderson. “Shrapnel” is a collection of short, interweaving plays on the theme of a modern American war. 

Scott Langley, a free-lance photojournalist based in Boston, will present his dramatic death penalty photography documentary. Dr. Nuha Khoury, dean of Dar al-Kalima College in Bethlehem, Palestine, will present a lecture on arts and education. In addition there will be a concert by Sarah Hickman. Rev. Al Staggs will present “The Legacy of Dietrich Bonhoeffer,” and there will be a presentation Oct. 25-28 of the play “Dead Man Walking” by Tim Robbins.

XC2NYU – The women's cross country team will travel to New York to represent TLU at the New York University Cross Country Invitational at Van Cortlandt Park in the Bronx.

Van Cortlandt Park, or “Vanny” as it is called, has two prominent sections in its cross country arsenal. The “back hills” include a 1.3-mile loop in the northwestern section of the park. The “flats” section surrounds the parade ground in the park.

On Saturday, the host NYU Violets will host two women's races: a 6,000-meter NCAA Regional Preview at 9:45 a.m. and a 5,000-meter Invitational Open at 10:50 a.m. (All times are eastern.) NYU will host the NCAA Division III Atlantic Regional on Nov. 10 at Van Cortlandt Park.

Head coach Patrick Zarate is taking a travel team of seven runners: Jackie Allen, Severa Beltran, Chelsea Cox, Hillary Davidson, Sarah Patterson, Dana Robbins and Magan Saenz.
TLU will race in the 5,000-meter Invitational Open, again set for a 10:50 a.m. eastern (9:50 central) start.

The team comes off a ninth-place finish at last Saturday’s Texas State University Invitational. The Bulldogs had a team score of 263. The University of Texas won the meet with a score of 27.

Football team to Mississippi – The TLU Bulldogs and Mississippi College Choctaws meet Saturday for the 10th  time in their respective football histories in what will be the American Southwest Conference opener for both teams. Kickoff is set for 2 p.m. at MC’s Robinson-Hale Stadium in Clinton, Miss.  The game will be broadcast on KWED 1580-AM and Web cast at www.seguintoday.com.  
TLU has won two of the last three meetings against Mississippi College, including the last meeting between the two at Robinson-Hale Stadium. TLU edged MC 27-22 in 2005 in Clinton, Miss., by surviving a final-second pass into the end zone. Last year, MC turned the tables on the Bulldogs by winning 28-21 in Seguin’s Matador Stadium. The Choctaws turned back TLU’s game-tying drive in the final seconds by intercepting a pass at the MC 1-yard line.
