Volleyball – Jamie Jahns pounded out 16 kills to lead the TLU women’s volleyball team to a 30-24, 30-21, 30-17 over Sul Ross State, Saturday in ASC action in Alpine. The Bulldogs improved to 5-2 overall and to 2-0 in the ASC West Division.

Jamie Lassiter added 11 kills and three blocks, and setter Megan Purser delivered 32 assists. Senior libero Melissa Mudge collected a season-best 29 digs. Amber Meeks and Jessica Stetler recorded 18 and 14 digs, respectively.

TLU returns home to the Tostengard Activity Center for tomorrow’s 6 p.m. conference match-up with Howard Payne.

Men’s soccer – The Bulldogs fell in overtime to Hardin-Simmons Friday and came back Saturday to defeat McMurray in back-to-back matches in Abilene.  
The Bulldogs, with a lone score from first-year forward Ben Higgs, dropped the ASC contest to the Cowboys 2-1 in overtime on Friday.   Danny Oughton assisted on the goal, which came off a corner kick.

On Saturday the Bulldogs erupted for four goals in the second half and stunned McMurry 4-1 in ASC action.  TLU improved to 1-2-1 overall and to 1-1 in the ASC.

Silas Blackwell scored in the 46th minute on a penalty kick, and Higgs put TLU ahead seven minutes later with an assist from Karl Ybarra. The Bulldogs tacked on goals by Andrew Latiolais and Ybarra in the second half. Latiolais’s goal was unassisted, and Ybarra’s goal came off a feed from Oughton.

TLU returns to action for a home game tomorrow against the University of Texas-Brownsville. Game time is set for 4 p.m. at Gustafson Field.

Women’s soccer – TLU women’s soccer team gave No. 9-ranked Hardin-Simmons all it could handle before HSU prevailed in double-overtime 1-0 on its home field. TLU senior keeper Katie Kistner made eight saves for the Bulldogs, who were out-shot 18-5. HSU had nine shots on goal to TLU’s two.

TLU rebounded on Saturday when Kelli Layden scored twice and added an assist as the Bulldogs dropped McMurry 5-0 in conference action in Abilene. TLU improved to 3-2 overall and to 2-1 in the American Southwest Conference.

Ashley Smith started the scoring for the Bulldogs with a goal in the eighth minute. Layden assisted on the goal. Becca Harrell put TLU up 2-0 with an unassisted goal in the 56th minute.

Layden scored her two goals in the middle of the second half to give TLU a 4-0 lead. Layden’s goals were just over two minutes apart. She took a feed from April Kubeczka and scored in the 63rd minute. In the 65th minute, Katie Buehler found Layden for her second goal of the match and seventh goal of the season.

Catherine Smitley scored an unassisted goal in the 83rd minute to account for the final TLU score.

The Bulldogs return home tomorrow for a non-conference match against the University of Texas-Brownsville. Game time is set for 2 p.m. at TLU’s Gustafson Field.

Football - The Mississippi College Choctaws opened ASC play with a decisive 34-5 victory over TLU Saturday at MC’s Robinson-Hale Stadium.

MC held the Bulldogs to 150 total yards. TLU rushed the ball 37 times for 42 yards. Anthony Smith, who entered the game as the ASC’s second-leading rusher, was held to 49 yards on 15 carries. 
Bulldog quarterback Bryant Villa was 12-for-29 for 108 yards. He threw two interceptions, and he was sacked six times.

TLU cornerback Dwight Bonner had two interceptions, 5.5 total tackles and a tackle for loss. Sean Clements led the Bulldogs with 6.5 total tackles.

The Bulldogs return home next Saturday for a home game against third-ranked Mary Hardin-Baylor. Game time at Seguin’s Matador Stadium is set for 1 p.m.
