Executive Professor of Business in Residence Ed Whitacre will speak on “Marketing the iPhone” at 9:30 a.m., Thursday, Sept. 27, in the Dunne Conference Center of Tschoepe Hall.  The lecture is sponsored by TLU’s chapter of the American Marketing Association and the business department.  The entire TLU community is invited to hear Prof. Whitacre speak.

Prof. Whitacre is the former chairman and chief executive officer of AT&T.  He began his career with Southwestern Bell in 1963 and was chairman and CEO from 1990 until his retirement June 3 of this year.  During his tenure, Whitacre led a dramatic transformation of the company into the new AT&T, the world’s largest communications company, and re-shaped the telecommunications landscape in the process.  At the time of his retirement, Whitacre was the longest-serving CEO in the telecommunications industry and one of the longest-serving among the Fortune 500 companies.

As the first executive professor of business in residence, Prof. Whitacre will bring his years of experience to a variety of TLU business courses, including the university’s policy capstone class taught in the spring.
