U-CAN Web site launches today – TLU is joining hundreds of other private institutions of higher education in a new Web-based project called U-CAN (the University and College Accountability Network), a national initiative to provide comprehensive, concise, consumer-friendly information about private colleges sponsored by the National Association of Independent Colleges and Universities (NAICU).  The U-CAN site launches today at www.ucan-network.org. 

“Through the initiative, TLU will work with other colleges and universities to offer high school students the information they need to narrow the scope of choices and visit campuses.  For the first time, everyone will be able to compare apples to apples to find schools with a good institutional fit,” said Norm Jones, vice president for enrollment services. 

U-CAN gained momentum and national attention when dozens of colleges and universities publicly announced their decisions not to participate in the most heavily weighted component of US News & World Report’s annual ranking of America’s Best Colleges.  U-CAN will not include subjective reputation surveys or rankings.  Instead, students and families will have free online access to objective, measurable, transparent data.
