Football – The Bulldogs gave Coach Dennis Parker his first win as TLU’s head coach and thrilled a homecoming crowd with a wild 55-48 victory over Howard Payne, Saturday afternoon at Seguin’s Matador Stadium.

Back-up QB Bryant Villa hit senior wide receiver Jerry Clouse for a 27-yard TD with 20 seconds to play in the game. Villa threw for a career-best 287 yards with four touchdowns. Villa’s TD passes went to Anthony Smith, Jonathon Randle, Kash Greathouse and Clouse. 

The game featured 1,088 yards of total offense, a TLU option pass from running back Travis Dyson to Keith Kaiser for a 13-yard TD, and a 75-yard punt return for a TD by Jesse Gremminger.

TLU senior kicker Holt Storrie connected on two field goals, adding to his school record career total, which now stands at 33. Storrie connected on a 40-yarder and a career-best 51-yarder, just before the end of the first half.

Volleyball – TLU women’s volleyball team collected a four-game ASC win Friday evening over Sul Ross State at TLU’s Tostengard Activity Center.  Jamie Jahns picked up a team-high 23 kills for the Bulldogs.  Senior setter Megan Purser passed out 58 assists, and senior libero Melissa Mudge added 22 digs.

Men’s Soccer – The TLU men’s soccer team tied East Texas Baptist 1-1 after two overtimes Friday in Marshall.  Matt Hoskins put TLU up 1-0 with a goal midway through the first half. Ben Higgs was credited with the assist.

On Saturday, the Bulldogs won a 4-0 road victory over LeTourneau.  The four Bulldog goals came from Silas Blackwell, Andrew Latiolais, Karl Ybarra and Pedro Martinez.
