Lecture tonight – Don’t miss the lecture by Prof. Juanita Luna Lawn of San Antonio College tonight at 7 p.m. in Langner Hall 120 on “Emma Tenayuca: Leftist vs. Nationalist.” The talk is part of Hispanic Heritage Month activities and is sponsored by Mexican American Students Association, Center for Mexican American Studies, and the Student Government Association.

Gypsy Jazz – As the final event in its celebration of Hispanic Heritage Month, TLU will present a concert by Nuages Jazz, a five-person "gypsy jazz" group from Quito, Ecuador at 7:30 p.m., Thursday, Oct. 18 in Wupperman Little Theatre.
Nuages began in October 2001 with the goal of combining jazz with music from around the world: gypsy music from Russia, Eastern Europe and France; with Arabic music; with Jewish music.  Over time other influences entered their repertoire including the bossa nova from Brazil, cumbia from Colombia, and traditional music from Ecuador. The group, composed of musicians from Ecuador, France and Germany, is well known in its country of origin, and in 2006 it received the prize for the best jazz group in Ecuador.   
Nuages Jazz will be guest artists on the TLU campus Oct. 17-19 with one-on-one interactions between the musicians and the members of the TLU community throughout the visit.  

The group’s presence ties in with several activities on campus: Hispanic emphasis, Exploring the Arts and Sciences sections, the second annual African American Leadership Conference, cultural programming, alternative music forms, and international concerns. 

On Oct. 19 Nuages Jazz will perform music arranged specifically for the 10 a.m. chapel service, 10-10:20 a.m. in the Chapel of the Abiding Presence. The chapel service is open to the public.

The guest artists’ performance is sponsored by the TLU Cultural Activities Committee, Krost Symposium, Community Life, Campus Ministry, Freshman Experience, Mexican American Studies Center, Department of Modern Languages, Department of History and Geography, and the School of Music.
