Volleyball – TLU volleyball moved its ASC win streak to 10 matches with a 30-22, 30-28, 30-22 road victory over Schreiner on Tuesday night. TLU has an overall record of 16-5 and 13-2 in the ASC. TLU entered Tuesday’s match a game behind Hardin-Simmons in the ASC West Division standings. First-year player Jessica Stetler led the Bulldogs with 12 kills and setters Megan Purser and Melissa Mudge combined for 30 assists. Stetler added two aces, and TLU libero Amber Meeks recorded 21 digs. 

Men’s golf – TLU men’s golf varsity squad finished in a tie for eighth at the Gordin Collegiate Classic, which concluded Monday at the Members Club at Grand Dunes in Myrtle Beach, S.C.  In a tournament filled with 10 of the Top 25 teams in NCAA Division III, the Bulldogs posted rounds of 299 and 304 to tie with No.8-ranked Ohio Wesleyan in eighth place. Both teams finished with two-round totals of 603. Oglethorpe, ranked 9th in the Golfstat head-to-head rankings entering the tournament, won the title with scores of 295 and 285. Oglethorpe (579) posted a nine-shot victory over Rhodes College (588).  TLU received a seventh-place individual finish from Jeff Rein. The first-year player fired a 1-over par 72 on Sunday and 3-over par 74 on Monday. Senior golfer Tanner Carter carded back-to-back rounds of 75 to finish in a tie for 24th.  
The men’s golf junior varsity finished fifth at the Trinity University Alamo City Classic, which concluded Tuesday at River Crossing Golf Club.

Women’s golf - TLU women’s golf team improved on its first round score by 18 shots in Tuesday’s final round of the Trinity University Alamo City Classic. The Bulldogs finished the tournament in seventh place after a final round score of 366. Sophomore Angela Aufderhaar posted the fifth-best round Tuesday and moved up to a sixth-place finish for the tournament. Aufderhaar fired an 83 to go with her 86 on Monday. 
Cross Country – TLU women’s cross country team posted an 8th-place team finish at the TLU Invitational Saturday on the TLU campus. Lamar University, an NCAA Division I team, won the women’s team race and the women’s race individual winner was Rachael Kingsford of Lamar University, who finished the 6,000-meter course in 22 minutes, 55 seconds. TLU’s top finisher, Magan Saenz, was 33rd with a time of 26:29.90 and Sarah Patterson was right behind Saenz and finished in 26:32.80.
