Take Back the Night – The Xi Tau sorority will host a “Take Back the Night” March and Rally at 7 p.m. on Oct. 23 on the university’s Library Lawn for the TLU and Seguin communities. The event of Take Back the Night is thought to have originated in the late 1800s in England as a way for women to protest the fear of violence they had to live with, especially in the streets of London at night.  The event happens all over the country and all over the world as a way for people (not just women) to stand up against domestic and sexual violence.  

October is Domestic Violence Awareness Month which corresponds to the philanthropy of TLU’s Xi Tau Sorority.  During the month, Xi Tau is hosting several events that benefit the Guadalupe County Family Violence shelter.

Jazz group to perform – As the final event in its celebration of Hispanic Heritage Month, Nuages Jazz, a five-person "gypsy jazz" group from Quito, Ecuador, will perform in a free concert tonight at 7:30 p.m. in Wupperman Little Theatre. The performers are from Ecuador, France and Germany and are in Texas performing in Austin, San Antonio and at TLU before returning to Quito on Sunday.

Nuages began in October 2001 with the goal of combining jazz with music from around the world: gypsy music from Russia, Eastern Europe and France; with Arabic music; with Jewish music.  Over time other influences entered their repertoire including the bossa nova from Brazil, cumbia from Colombia, and traditional music from Ecuador. The group, composed of musicians from Ecuador, France and Germany, is well known in its country of origin, and in 2006 it received the prize for the best jazz group in Ecuador.
