Volleyball - The Bulldogs will play Austin College at 8:30 p.m. Thursday in the opening round of the NCAA Division III Volleyball Championships. TLU is the sixth seed in the regional. Austin College is the third seed. All TLU regional matches will have a live audio webcast that can be found at www.tlu.edu/athletics.
Sophomore Jamie Jahns was named the ASC West Division Co-Player of the Year and joined teammates Megan Purser and Melissa Mudge on the ASC West Division First Team. Jahns also was named to the eight-player 2007 ASC All-Conference squad. The conference and division honors were announced Monday after a vote of the league’s 13 head coaches.

Jahns, a middle blocker, hit a team-best .327 with a team-high 3.82 kills per game and helped the Bulldogs to the 2007 American Southwest Conference Championship. 
TLU’s Purser, a three-year starter at setter, earned ASC All-West Division First Team honors for a second year in a row. Purser has 1,030 assists in her senior season and averages 10.10 assists per game. Purser also has 35 aces on the year.

Mudge, a senior libero, averages 3.97 digs per game and has served 28 aces. Mudge also saw some time at setter this year. Mudge was the 2007 ASC West Preseason Defensive Player of the Year at the start of the season.

All six TLU starters and the libero Mudge received ASC West Division honors of some sort. Three Bulldogs –Kristen Eldridge, Amber Meeks and Jamie Lassiter each were named to the ASC West Second Team. Freshman Jessica Stetler received ASC West Division Honorable Mention status.

The Bulldogs are coached by Head Coach Tiffany Davis, in her second year with the Bulldogs. TLU’s assistant coach is Ashley Bird, in her first year with the team.
