The TLU band will present “Fiesta!” – its final concert of the semester –  on Friday, Nov. 16 at 7:30 p.m. in Jackson Auditorium.  The concert will feature the TLU Wind Ensemble and Symphonic Winds, both under the direction of Beth Bronk, director of bands and assistant professor.

The concert will feature a program consisting of music almost entirely from Spain and Mexico.  All of the music will appeal to those interested in the music of Mexico and Spain, and, according to Prof. Bronk, one of the selections should have special appeal to those interested in the art of Pablo Picasso.

Symphonic Winds and Percussion program: 
· El Gato Salvaje (The Wildcat) by Robert Foster is a paso doble, or Spanish March.  These marches are traditionally performed between bullfights at an afternoon of such events.

· The Blue Orchid by William Owens is a tango based on the wonderfully romantic and torrid Latin American Ballroom dance.

· They Led My Lord Away by Adoniram Gordon, arranged by Fred Allen is an example of a call and response hymn.

· A Espan I Can by Pascual Marquina, arranged by John Moss, is a very well-known and frequently programmed paso doble.

The Wind Ensemble program: 
· Don Ricardo by Gabe Musella is a paso doble (Spanish March).

· Pablo! By Richard Meyer depicts the various stages of creativity on the life of artist Pablo Picasso.  The piece is divided into five distinct sections, representing his birth in Malaga in Southern Spain in 1881, his “Blue Period”, his “Rose Period”, his “Cubist” technique, and finally his love of the bullfights.

· “Mass”, movement 2 from La Fiesta Mexicana by H. Owen Reed, attempts to portray musically the more serious part of a “Fiesta”, an integral part of the Mexican social structure.

· Symphonic Dance No. 3 “Fiesta” by Clifton Williams is a work commissioned by the Minnie Stevens Piper Foundation commemorating the 25th anniversary of the San Antonio Symphony Orchestra, and was first performed in 1965.  “Fiesta” depicts the pageantry of Latin-American celebrations – street bands, bullfights, and bright costumes – the colorful legacy of a proud people.
