Lamar Burton-Norman led TLU with 13 points and three assists. Nate Walton and David Freeman each added 12. Brad Norman scored 10 off the Bulldog bench. J.C. Herebia had eight points and a game-high nine rebounds.

Women’s basketball – UT-Dallas used a 16-2 run at the start of the second half on its way to a 92-46 ASC victory over the Bulldogs Sunday afternoon at TLU’s Memorial Gymnasium. TLU was paced by Jessica Macias’ 20 points. The sophomore guard from San Antonio also registered two assists and two steals. Freshman post Courtney Haskell chipped in 13 points, seven rebounds and five blocks.
