TLU football player Matt Alves and women’s cross country runner Dana Robbins each earned the title of Distinguished Scholar-Athlete, the ASC office announced yesterday.

Texas Lutheran had the most student-athletes (two) selected as a Distinguished Scholar-Athlete for a fall sport. The other fall sport winners were: LeTourneau University’s Jon Wilcoxson (men’s soccer), Hardin-Simmons University’s Laura Newbrough (women’s soccer), Concordia University Texas’ Michelle Heckmann (women’s volleyball) and University of Texas at Tyler’s R.J. Cowan (men’s cross country).

All six honorees were named to the 2007 ASC Academic All-Conference Team.

Overall, 51 student-athletes from ASC men’s cross country, women’s cross country, football, men’s soccer, women’s soccer and volleyball were named to the Distinguished Scholar-Athlete Team.

TLU women’s volleyball player Megan Purser and women’s soccer player Ashley Smith were named to the Distinguished Scholar-Athlete Team for their sports. 

The honor, in its first year, recognizes student-athletes that achieve a higher level of academic achievement (a 3.20 grade-point average or better) while competing as a starter or important reserve on their team. From that list – limited to one nominee per school in each ASC championship sport – the Sports Information Directors from the conference’s 15 member institutions vote on a Distinguished Scholar-Athlete from each sport.

Alves is a senior business administration major carrying a 3.928 GPA. Alves, a four-year letterman and three-year starter for the TLU Bulldogs, is TLU’s first two-time Academic All-American in football. 

Robbins is a junior psychology and kinesiology major with a 4.0 GPA. She is a three-year letterwinner for the TLU women’s cross country team.  
 Purser is senior psychology major with a 3.717 GPA. She is a four-year letterwinner, three-year starter and team captain.
Smith is a senior accounting and business major with a 3.482 GPA. She is a four-year letterwinner and three-year starter at defender and served as a team captain for three seasons.
