All-American sprinter and middle-distance runner Staci Jackson set a new school record in the indoor 800-meter dash Saturday at the University of Houston 2008 Indoor Opener.

 

At Houston’s Yeoman Field House, Jackson (Dallas/Lake Highlands) finished fifth out of 31 competitors in the open 800. She crossed the line with a time of 2 minutes, 21.80 seconds.

Jackson’s time broke the school record of 2:25.00, set by Samara Williams in 2004. She 

also competed Saturday in the 60-meter dash. Jackson finished in a time of 8.04 seconds and placed 23rd out of 43 sprinters. 

 

Also competing for the Bulldogs at the meet were: Taffey Gray (San Antonio/Jay), Jasmine Burgess (Pflugerville/Pflugerville), Destiney Jones (Dallas/Naaman Forest), and Casey Toombs (Amarillo/Amarillo). 

 

Gray finished the 200 meters in a time of 27.38 seconds. Gray is a two-time All-American for the Bulldogs. She also was a member of the NCAA Indoor National Championship 4x400 relay team.
