Information Technology 
As the spring semester begins here are a few announcements from Information Technology – 

1. The Wireless infrastructure upgrade project continues. Over the Christmas break, Tschoepe Hall and the Krost Center had new wireless access points installed. In addition to better coverage within the building, the bandwidth has increased to 54 megabits per second (also known as the 802.11g standard). These two buildings join the ASC and the library with the upgraded system. The rest of the academic buildings and selected  residence hall common areas will be upgraded this summer. For the latest status on wireless coverage, please see the campus map posted on the IT intranet page: http://tlu.tlu.edu/is/is_help.  For your information, we are listing the various wireless networks that are being broadcast and what they are:

TLU_WL          This is the older TLU wireless network that is still available in buildings that have not yet been upgraded. Supports the "B" (11megabits/sec) standard only.

TLU-Stud        Replacement for TLU_WL network and will primarily be used by students but can be used by faculty/staff for now. Supports both the "B" (11mbs) and "G" (54mbs) standards.

TLU-facstaff    Encrypted wireless network using WPA2 protocol that IT will migrate TLU faculty/staff over to in coming months. Supports both the "B" (11mbs) and "G" (54mbs) standards.

TLU-gwn         This is a reserved wireless network for special events on campus. Not intended for TLU Faculty/staff or students.

2. Over the past several months, Information Technology has been testing a new Virtual Private Network (VPN) server for remote access to TLU resources. Several faculty and staff have been using this new server successfully for a good while now and as such TLU IT will be decommissioning the old server on 1/31/2008. If you are a current VPN user all you need to do is download and update the configuration file for the software that you already have. The new configuration file is located on the IT Intranet site at: http://tlu.tlu.edu/is/is_help. If you have not previously used the VPN, and would like to, or have a home computer running Microsoft Vista, or the newer Macintosh OSX systems (10.4 and above) you will need to get a new version of the Cisco VPN software. The software, along with instructions,  may be downloaded from the same IT Intranet page, or if you prefer you may stop by the Help desk in the ASC to get a copy on CD.

3. The next all campus test of the e2campus text message system will be done on Wednesday January 30th at noon. If you have not already done so, take a moment to sign yourself up. The link is: http://www.tlu.edu/e2campus . A reminder will go out the week of the 30th.
