Sports

Men’s basketball – Behind freshman wing Brad Howard’s career-best 31 points, TLU snapped a 12-game losing skid with an 86-72 win over Schreiner on Tuesday night in a conference game in Kerrville. 

Howard hit 11 of his 15 field goal attempts, and he made 4-of-7 three-point shots. He was 5-for-5 from the free throw line, grabbed five rebounds and blocked two shots.

The Bulldogs led by as many as 14 in the first half, at 28-14. Schreiner erased all of that lead with a 14-0 run to tie the game with four minutes remaining in the half. But keyed by five points from Howard, TLU closed out the half with a 13-2 run.

In the second half, the Bulldogs shot 68.4 percent from the field and made 16-of-20 free throws.

TLU’s lead hit 18 in the second half before Schreiner mounted a late comeback. The Mountaineers cut the TLU lead down to six, at 78-72, with 1:46 to play. TLU hit eight free throws down the stretch to close out the game.

Nate Walton and Michael Hill each added 14 points for the Bulldogs. Josh Scott collected a team-best eight rebounds and dished out a game-high six assists.

TLU remains on the road in the ASC West with games Thursday (against McMurry) and Saturday (against Hardin-Simmons) in Abilene.

Baseball – TLU senior left-hander Brad Wesson has been named the American Southwest Conference West Division Pitcher of the Week. Wesson picked up the save in the Bulldogs’ season-opening win Saturday over Austin College, pitching three shutout innings in TLU’s 7-2 win. He struck out four and allowed just one hit.

The Bulldogs head to California this week for four games. TLU opens its West Coast road trip with a doubleheader Friday against the University of La Verne. TLU then plays the University of the Redlands in a doubleheader on Saturday.

Tennis – The TLU women and men’s tennis teams opened their 2008 seasons over the weekend with action at the HEB Invitational Tournament in Kerrville. TLU No. 1 men’s tennis player Dante Cage lost a tough three-set match to the University of the Incarnate Word’s top player in the Flight 1 opener. Cage won the remainder of his matches at the tournament and captured the consolation singles crown.

The women and men’s tennis teams play their first dual match of the season this Friday, against St. Mary’s University. The action is scheduled to begin at 2 p.m. at the TLU tennis courts.
