Baseball – The Bulldogs lost both ends of a doubleheader Friday afternoon at the University of La Verne. TLU fell 4-3 in game one and 14-6 in game two. On Saturday, The University of Redlands pounded out 41 hits and scored 32 runs in sweeping a non-conference doubleheader from TLU, 14-0 and 18-10.
