Indoor track and field – Over the weekend, the Texas Lutheran indoor women’s track and field team split its squad to compete in the University of Houston All-Comers Meet in Houston and the Husky Classic and UW Open, both hosted by the University of Washington in Seattle.

Senior sprinter, jumper and pole vaulter Jessica Raglon competed at the UH All-Comers Meet and came away with three season-bests and two school records. In the pole vault, Raglon cleared a season-best of 11 feet, 1.75 inches, placing her fifth out of 15 competitors and breaking her school record of 10-10, set in 2005.  In the long jump, Raglon had another season-best with a leap of 15-10.25. The jump also set another school record, breaking the mark of 15-9.75 inches set by Natalie Wood in 2006. In the 60 meters, Raglon’s time of 8.06 seconds was also a season-best.

In Seattle, the Bulldogs competed in two meets hosted by the University of Washington. Competing in the Husky Classic were the 4x400 relay team of Taffey Gray, Destiney Jones, Casey Toombs, and Staci Jackson.  In Saturday’s meet, the Bulldogs’ relay team was on its way to qualifying for the NCAA National Indoor Championships before the anchor leg pulled up with an injury.  
At the UW Open on Sunday, Staci Jackson improved her provisional time in the 400 meters by crossing the line in 57.13 seconds. Jackson finished second out of 42 competitors. The time of 57.13 ranks Jackson fifth in the nation among DIII competitors.
