TLU senior A.J. Vesey shares the lead with two others after the first round Monday of the Callaway Invitational Golf Tournament at Callaway Gardens in Pine Mountain, Geo. The annual tournament generally garners one of the top NCAA Division III fields of the year. 

Vesey posted the top score for the Bulldogs, with a 1-over round on the par-72, 7,057-yard card.  Fellow TLU senior Tanner Carter is tied for 10th after a 76.  
The Bulldogs sit in a tie for fifth after a first-round team score of 313, 12 shots behind leader University of Texas at Tyler (301). Emory (Ga.) and Methodist (N.C.) sit in second and third, respectively, with scores of 308 and 309.
