The Alpha Chi National Honor Society chapter at TLU is sponsoring a Public Service Forum on revamping the U.S. Selective Service System and related topics.  The Forum will begin at 7:30 p.m., Thursday, March 13, in the Timmerman Room of Hein Dining Hall. Everyone is encouraged to attend. 

Dr. Norm Beck, professor of theology at TLU and Alpha Chi sponsor, said, “The ideas to be presented will focus on the premise that the current United States Selective Service System is inadequate, and the thesis that the United States Congress should revamp it into a Public Service System in which all 18-25 year old men and women in our country would be asked to think seriously about public service and vocation by completing and updating online a detailed questionnaire indicating their skills and interests, how they are developing these through employment and education, and an indication of their degree of willingness to serve others in a variety of ways that would include but certainly not be limited to service in the Armed Forces of our country.”
The Public Service Forum will also cover the need for everyone in the U.S. to reconsider the primary role of the Armed Forces and suggest that United States Army recruiters become and be known as Public Service Consultants, sharing information and resources about a variety of public service opportunities and responsibilities, and inviting young people who have specific skills and the willingness to serve others to consider various public service activities.

Responses will be presented by a panel that will include Dr. Judith Hoffmann, TLU assistant professor of history and geography; Prof. Harry Foster, TLU instructor in theology and a veteran with 23 years in the U.S. Army; U.S. Army Chaplain Paul Dirksmeyer, who is a 1981 graduate of TLU; and Daniel White, a current TLU student with military service experience. 

Those in attendance will have the opportunity to share their thoughts and opinions on this issue during an open discussion that will conclude the event.

Women’s Track and Field - The TLU women’s indoor 4x400 meter relay team will defend its 2007 NCAA Division III Indoor National Championship after qualifying for the 2008 championships at a last-chance meet Saturday at Iowa State University.

The national championship entrants were announced Sunday evening.

The 2008 NCAA Division III Indoor Track and Field Championships will be hosted by Ohio Northern University in Ada, Ohio. The championships are scheduled for March 14-15.  Webcasts will be aired on www.ncaa.com for both days of the national championships.

At the 2008 NCAA Qualifier indoor meet Saturday in Ames, Iowa, the 4x400 team of Staci Jackson, Ashley Williams, Taffey Gray and Destiney Jones posted a time of 3 minutes, 52.59 seconds to qualify for the national championship field.

The Bulldogs pulled off the qualifying time despite dropping the baton on a handoff.

TLU’s time of 3:52.59 in Iowa was adjusted to 3:54.59 for national championship seeding. Based on adjusted times for all entrants, TLU will take the fifth-fastest time in the NCAA DIII into the championship meet.

Jackson and Williams also qualified as individuals for the national meet. Jackson and Williams will race for national honors in the open 400.

Jackson, Williams and Gray were members of the 2007 NCAA DIII Indoor National Championship team. Jones, a freshman, is the one new member on the team.

TLU won last year’s national title with a time of 3:52.17, the first NCAA DIII title in TLU school history.
