Sports
Women’s Track and Field - The TLU women’s track and field team received victories Thursday at the McMurry Relays from Ashley Williams in the 400, Magan Saenz in the 5,000, and Anita Cline in the 400 hurdles and from the 4x100 and 4x400 meter relay teams. After Thursday’s performances, TLU improved its national standings in several events.

The 4x100 meter relay team currently has the second-fastest time in NCAA Division III after posting a time of 47.46 seconds Thursday. The relay team includes Jessica Raglon, Ashley Williams, Staci Jackson and Amber Meeks.

In the 200, Jackson posted a new school record of 24.66. Jackson’s time currently stands as the No. 2 time in NCAA DIII. Jackson was second in the 200 Thursday in Abilene.

Jackson also appears in the Top 10 nationally in the 100 and in the 400. Her best time in the 100 (12.29) came last Saturday at the University of Texas-Arlington Bobby Lane Invitational. Her top time in the 400 (56.60) currently stands as the No. 3 time in NCAA DIII.

In the long jump, Raglon posted a mark of 18 feet, 4 inches. Her leap now ranks as the second-best in NCAA DIII. Raglon also currently holds the top mark in the nation in the triple jump – a mark of 38-0 ¼ set at the UTA Bobby Lane Invitational on Saturday.

Raglon also holds the fifth-best mark in the country (DIII) for the pole vault. Raglon cleared 11-11.75 inches, also at the UTA Bobby Lane Invitational.

The Bulldogs have two separate 4x400 relay teams in the national rankings. The relay team of Jackson, Ashley Williams, Taffey Gray and Destiney Jones is ranked No.1 with a time of 3:53.15. The relay team posted this time at the UTA meet.

The 4x400 relay team of Raglon, Jackson, Williams and Casey Toombs posted a time of 3:55.22 in winning the McMurry Relays. This 4x400 time ranks second in the NCAA DIII rankings.

Baseball - The Bulldogs continued a climb into the ASC West Division race by sweeping a Saturday doubleheader of Sul Ross State. TLU won 13-2 and 11-6 at TLU's Katt-Isbel Field. The two wins Saturday finished off a three-game conference series sweep of the Lobos. TLU moved to 18-16 overall and to 8-7 in the ASC West.

Softball - Concordia Texas put together a two-out, three-run rally in the bottom of the seventh to secure an 8-7 win over Texas Lutheran that finished a four-game series sweep of the Bulldogs.  TLU dropped to 10-16 overall and to 5-7 in the ASC West Division.

Tennis - The TLU men’s tennis team kept its ASC Championship Tournament hopes alive with an 8-1 road win Saturday at the University of Mary Hardin-Baylor. In women’s action, TLU dropped an 8-1 decision to UMHB. The TLU men improved to 2-8 overall and to 2-3 in the ASC West Division.  The TLU women fell to 1-7 overall and to 1-4 in the ASC West.
