Here are the steps for searching for articles published on a specific date: Go to Library Home Page at http://www.tlu.edu/library 
1. Click “Databases by Title.” 
2. Scroll down and click ProQuest Newspapers.
3. Click the “Publications” tab. 
4. Click the newspaper you want. 
5. Click the date you want. 
ProQuest will then present you with a list of all the articles appearing on that date.  
Faculty members who want to know what items have been added to the library collection during this fiscal year now have a quick way to find out. Here are the steps: (1) Go to the Library Home Page at http://www.tlu.edu/library (2) Click “About the Library.”  (3) In the LEFT column, click “What’s New.” (4) Click the list you want. The lists are arranged by Location in the library, then, by Call Number. The lists include items purchased with library funds as well as items donated to the library collection.  
Professional accomplishments

Dr. Angelika Sauer, associate professor of history, participated in an international workshop on "North America as a Migration Region" at Arizona State University in Tempe, Ariz., April 3-5. In the research part of the workshop, she presented her paper "Building North American nations, building a North American perimeter, 1890s-1910s" to fellow scholars from the United States, Canada and Mexico. The papers from this workshop will be published in an edited volume. On Saturday, Dr. Sauer directed a session of a seminar for Arizona teachers on teaching American history in a continental context. Her session was called "1867 and all that: on rethinking dates, national developments and the boundaries of human experience." The entire workshop was funded by the North American Center for Transborder Studies, the Canadian government's Canadian Studies program, the Helios Education Foundation and the William C. Jenkins History Education Fund.  Students may be interested to know that Dr. Sauer will be teaching a junior level seminar on North American immigration history since 1870 this fall.

TLU psychology students Allen Hallet and Hogwood presented a paper entitled “Assessing Psychopathy in Adolescents Using an Implicit Association Test” that was coauthored with TLU psychology alumnus John McCullagh and Professor Turner and Dr. Bailey.  TLU psychology student Matthew Cancio presented a poster entitled “Palatability Hedonics and Relative Taste” that was coauthored with Dr. Bailey.  TLU psychology students Christopher Rodriguez, Sreena Percywell, and Robert Randow presented a poster entitled “Shopping Perils: Service Quality as Influenced by Ethnicity and Attire” that was coauthored with psychology student Tiffany Melancon and Dr. Sia and Dr. Czuchry.  
Also at the conference, Dr. Michael Czuchry presented an invited talk entitled “How to Get Published and Yet Remain Relatively Sane!”; and it was also announced at the meeting that Dr. Scott Bailey as voted as “President-elect” of SWPA.
