Sieben, professor of mathematics and computer science and dean of the College of Arts and Sciences, and Dr. Reza Abbasian, professor of mathematics and computer science and department chair, attended the 88th Annual Meeting of the Texas Section of the Mathematical Association of America (MAA) in Stephenville, April 3-5. Dr. Rand participated in Project NExT  (New Experiences in Teaching) as a fellow.  NExT  is a professional development program for new or recent Ph.D.s in the mathematical sciences. It addresses all aspects of an academic career: improving the teaching and learning of mathematics, engaging in research and scholarship, and participating in professional activities. It also provides the participants with a network of peers and mentors as they assume these responsibilities.  During the voting session Dr. Abbasian was elected to serve a 3-year term as secretary/treasurer beginning 2008.
