Acceptance to Ragdale is highly competitive.  Recipients are chosen through an application process, with primary emphasis placed on anonymous evaluation of the applicant's work sample by professionals in each genre.  

Ragdale is located on the grounds of architect Howard Van Doren Shaw’s Arts and Crafts style home, which was built in 1897.  The foundation was established in 1976 to provide peaceful, uninterrupted time for working artists.  The Ragdale experience includes the exquisite natural surroundings of meadow and prairie that enhance Ragdale’s beauty and seclusion.  Each year, Ragdale provides residencies for nearly 200 emerging and established artists, writers and composers from all over the world.  In addition, Ragdale provides workshops and programs to those in the surrounding communities.
