Music Theatre class – The 16 students of the Music Theatre class will present a recital of the music of Tom Jones and Harvey Schmidt at 7 p.m., April 25 and 28, and at a matinee performance at 2 p.m. on Sunday, April 27.  The performances, which are free and open to the public, will be in Wupperman Little Theatre in the Schuech Fine Arts Center on the TLU campus.  


The Music Theatre class spends the first half of the semester studying the history and development of American musical theatre. They then plan a recital, for which each student prepares a piece to perform.  

This year, the recital will focus on the music of Tom Jones and Harvey Schmidt who attended The University of Texas at Austin and became friends.  Their first musical, “The Fantasticks,” became the longest running musical in history.  Jones and Schmidt approached musical theatre in a new and more experimental manner.  They removed the spectacle of big Broadway shows (e.g. big sets, lavish costumes, special effects) and focused on the characters and their emotions, and they ask the audience to participate in the performance with their imaginations and their hearts.

The performance will include selections from “The Fantasticks,” “Celebration,” “I Do! I Do!” “Philemo” and “110 in the Shade.”
