HVAC Update – The first phase of the HVAC project is complete. Connection of the existing equipment to the underground piping  between the Fine Arts Center and Blumberg Library was completed on April 12.

For the next phase, contractors will be trenching and laying pipe in the Plaza area.  The work will continue until May 5 when it will be halted to restore the grounds for graduation.  Trenching work in this area will resume on May 12.
