Lifeguard training – TLU will offer a Red Cross Lifeguard Training class May 12-17 at the TLU pool. The class will meet 5-10 p.m., Monday – Thursday, and 9 a.m.-6 p.m. on Saturday.  Students must be at least 15 years old, be able to swim 300 yards without stopping, retrieve a 10 lb. brick from the bottom of the deep-end of the pool and swim with it, and tread water for one minute. 

Students who successfully complete the class will receive a Lifeguard Training/First Aid card that is good for three years and a CPR for the Professional Rescuer/AED card that is good for one year. 

The fee for the class is $175, which includes the textbook and training. Pocket masks, required for the class, may be purchased for $15.  Call ext. 6762 to register or for more information.
