Softball – Senior outfielder Casey Salinas was named Tuesday to the ASC West Division First Team for the second time in her career after a division-only vote by each division’s softball coaches. 

Salinas, TLU’s center fielder, shattered her own school record for single-season steals by swiping 36 bags in 2008. The 36 stolen bases brought her school career stolen bases record to 92. With the NCAA Division III softball season still under way, Salinas currently ranks fourth in the nation in stolen bases per game, at 0.95. As a team, the Bulldogs rank eighth in the nation in stolen bases per game at a rate of 2.61 per game.

 

Salinas hit .326 for the year and scored a team-high 21 runs. She was caught stealing just three times in 39 attempts.

 

Salinas was joined on the ASC All-West Division squads by Second Team choices Alison Organ and Christina Jacobsen.  TLU players Audrey Castro and Natalie Suciu were named to the ASC West Honorable Mention team.

 

Organ, a junior first baseman and catcher, started all 38 games and led the team in batting average (.351), doubles (9), RBI (23) and slugging percentage (.474). She walked 12 times and struck out just six times.

 

Jacobsen, a senior pitcher and infielder, posted a 7-10 pitching record and an ERA of 3.77. She made 21 appearances and 17 starts. Jacobsen tossed 11 complete games and one shutout. In 113-1/3 innings pitched, she struck out 22 and walked 43. As a hitter, Jacobsen led the Bulldogs in walks, with 23, and in on-base percentage, at .408.

 

Baseball –TLU center fielder Kyle Harvey was named Monday to the American Southwest Conference West Division Second Team for baseball following a division-only vote by each division’s head coaches. 

Harvey, a junior and two-year starter for the Bulldogs, led the ASC in steals with 25. He hit .363 in 39 games and added 41 runs, 59 hits, seven doubles, five triples, five home runs, 31 RBI and an on-base percentage of .478.
Harvey led the Bulldogs in steals and triples, and he was second in on-base percentage and set a school record with two inside-the-park home runs in one season. Harvey played in 39 games and made 39 starts, all in center field.
Harvey was joined on the ASC All-West Division squad by eight teammates selected to the ASC West Honorable Mention Team:  catcher Chris Siniff, first baseman Jason Foley, second baseman Andrew Femath, shortstop Chris Green, designated hitter Joseph Brade, left fielder Drew Farr, right fielder Ryan Nokelby, and relief pitcher Robert Conley.
