Baseball – Right fielder Ryan Nokelby will advance to the national Academic All-America ballot after being named Thursday to the ESPN The Magazine Academic All-District VI First Team.

Nokelby, a sophomore from Santa Fe, Texas was selected to the First Team Academic All-District VI in the College Division, which consists of colleges and universities in NCAA Division II, NCAA Division III and the NAIA. District VI includes the six states of Texas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Arkansas, Oklahoma and Mississippi.

A pre-engineering major at TLU, Nokelby holds a grade-point average of 3.88. Nokelby has played in all 88 games of his two-year baseball career with the Bulldogs. He has made 87 starts.

In 2008, Nokelby hit .377 with team-highs in runs scored (42) and doubles (12). Nokelby also collected 32 RBI and stole 15 bases. He also recorded six outfield assists. Nokelby was a 2008 ASC West Honorable Mention selection and an Academic All-Conference award winner.
