Volleyball – TLU honored its Hall of Fame volleyball coach Susan Duke on Saturday by naming the volleyball court at Tostengard Activity Center as Susan Duke Court.

In a ceremony that caught Duke by surprise, President Ann Svennungsen made the dedication of Susan Duke Court official in front of Duke’s family and friends, her former players, and former colleagues at TLU.

Duke, who retired as the volleyball coach at TLU after the 1993 season, coached the Bulldogs for 21 seasons and produced a coaching mark of 649 wins, 290 losses and two ties. Duke led the Bulldogs to AIAW National Small College Championships in 1975 and 1976. Her 1981 team finished as the NAIA national runner-up and won 42 consecutive matches in that season. In all, Duke coached 11 teams (nine at TLU, two at Southwest Texas) that advanced to national tournaments in either the AIAW or NAIA.
