Volleyball - Defending American Southwest Conference champion TLU is the top pick for the ASC West Division title after a vote of each division’s head coaches and sports information directors for the 2008 ASC Preseason Volleyball Poll.

TLU, coming off a 2007 campaign that included a 22-7 overall record and a 16-2 mark in the ASC West, totaled 91 points in the poll and received nine of the West Division’s possible 14 first-place votes.

Head Coach Tiffany Davis’ Bulldogs averaged a league-high 14.40 kills and 12.77 assists per game in 2007 and advanced to the NCAA Division III Women’s Volleyball Championship. 

The Bulldogs return seven letter winners from the 2007 ASC Championship squad including ASC West Co-Player of the Year Jamie Jahns, who is back for her junior season, starting outside hitter sophomore Jessica Stetler, and starting middle blocker Jamie Lassiter, a 6-foot middle blocker.
TLU will open its 2008 season with a trip to Memphis, Tenn., for the Rhodes Invitational. The Rhodes Invitational starts on Aug. 30 and ends Aug. 31. The Bulldogs will play in three regular-season tournaments in 2008 (at Rhodes and two Trinity tournaments - the Trinity Classic and the Trinity National).
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
