Eligible for Promotion – Sections 2.20 through 2.33 of the Faculty Manual provide an overview of the criteria and procedures for promotion in faculty rank.  If you fulfill the criteria as outlined there, and wish to be considered for promotion this year by the rank and tenure committee, please notify the provost in writing no later than Friday, September 12.  Department chairs and deans may want to discuss promotion review and nomination with eligible faculty.

Actual preparation of materials from all candidates is due as follows:

· On or before September 25 – 3rd Year Review, 6th Year Tenure Review, and Promotion Review candidates, names of colleagues due to Provost

· On or before October 15 – 3rd Year Review candidates, materials due to Dean

· On or before November 15 – Tenure Review and Promotion candidates, materials due to Dean

· On or before March 1 – Post Tenure Review candidates, materials due to Provost

Sabbatical Application Due – Section 3.364.2 of the Faculty Manual provides information on the policy and procedures governing application for sabbatical leave during the academic year 2009-2010.  Please submit your application to the provost no later than Wednesday, September 10.  Forms are available on the TLU Intranet or from Janet Hill in Beck 220.
