With official class rosters complete, Texas Lutheran University reports a record enrollment for the 2008 Fall Semester of 1,360 full-time students and a total enrollment, (which includes part-time and special programs) of 1,432 students. TLU also welcomed 396 first-time freshmen, the second largest freshmen class for the university.  According to Brenda Schumann, director of registration and records, official enrollment figures for U.S. colleges and universities are based on the number enrolled on the 12th day of classes, which for TLU was yesterday.
