Athletics

Volleyball – TLU collected a 25-19, 25-18, 25-21 ASC victory over Sul Ross State on Friday evening in Alpine.  

Junior middle blocker Jamie Jahns recorded 10 kills, one ace and a block to lead the Bulldogs, who improved to 5-1 overall and 2-0 in the ASC West Division. Jahns posted the 10 kills on 14 attempts and made just one error for a .643 hitting percentage. 
Senior middle blocker Jamie Lassiter sophomore outside hitter Jessica Stetler added eight and six kills, respectively. Lassiter also posted two blocks. Middle blocker Eden Denney also recorded two blocks. First-year setter Sarah Skains dished out 16 assists and added seven digs. Sarah Black and Amanda Curry recorded six and five assists, respectively. Curry led the team with two aces. Courtney Bird also posted seven digs, and Stetler added six digs. All 15 Bulldogs on the squad played in the match. 

Football  - TLU overcame a 13-point deficit in the fourth quarter and defeated the Sul Ross State Lobos 34-27 in overtime Saturday evening at Jackson Field in Alpine.
Joel Waldon’s 2-yard quarterback keeper in the first overtime gave TLU its first lead since the third quarter, and the Bulldog defense stopped Sul Ross State on four consecutive plays inside the 10-yard line to complete the comeback victory. Waldon’s scoring run was set-up by Anthony Smith’s 23-yard rush down to the Sul Ross 2.

The Bulldogs forced overtime by scoring 13 points in the fourth quarter. The Bulldogs put together two sterling drives in the final frame. First, the Bulldogs capped a 9-play, 80-yard drive with a 21-yard scoring run by redshirt freshman Chris Freeman.Then, after the defense forced a punt, TLU drove 81 yards in 13 plays for the tie. Kyle Gillis scored the tying TD on a 4-yard TD pass from Waldon.  
The Bulldogs scored the first 14 points of the game – with rushing touchdowns from Smith and Ralph Valdez. 

Dwight Bonner and Jack Moses paced the Bulldogs in tackles with 10 tackles each. Sacks were credited to James Villarreal and John Jackson. Villarreal also forced a fumble that was recovered by Jarrad McAdams.

Men’s Soccer – The Bulldogs received two first-half goals from Andrew Latiolais and posted a 2-1 non-conference win over Austin College on Sunday afternoon. The Bulldogs next match is set for 7 p.m. Friday, Sept. 12 at Trinity University in San Antonio. The match was moved to Friday from its original Saturday, Sept. 13 match date.

Women’s Soccer - Kelli Layden scored two goals and assisted on a third as the TLU opened play at Gustafson Field with a 3-1 non-conference victory Sunday over NCAA Division II Texas A&M International. Layden, a senior forward, scored her second and third goals of the season to give her 50 career goals as a Bulldog.

 Layden’s first goal on Sunday came in the 47th minute with an assist from Cami Griffin, and the second w with an assist from Becca Harrell. Layden then assisted on Lindsey Neubauer’s goal.  TLU opens American Southwest Conference play on Thursday, Sept. 11 with a 3 p.m. match in Kerrville against Schreiner University.
