This lecture recital will focus on the piano music of composer George Crumb, specifically his largest and most ambitious piano work, Makrokosmos, Vol. II, 12 Fantasy-Pieces after the Zodiac.  In addition to discussing Crumb’s life and work as a composer, Dr. Jacob will provide a brief analysis of the Makrokosmos, and will perform the piece in its entirety.

 

Described by the Warsaw Music Journal as “unquestionably one of the greatest performers of 20th-century music,” and the New York Times as “an artist of intense concentration and conviction,” Jacob is currently artist-in-residence at Saint Mary’s College, Notre Dame, Ind. He recently received the Artist of the Year Award from the International New Music Consortium at New York University for his work as composer, pianist and educator.
