Volleyball – TLU improved to 3-0 in the ASC West Division with a 25-23, 25-18, 25-16 victory over Schreiner, Tuesday evening at Susan Duke Court in Tostengard Activity Center.

The Bulldogs rallied from a 21-17 deficit in game one with the help of three consecutive aces from sophomore Jessica Stetler. Stetler’s three aces and a kill by freshman Alannah Tiller gave TLU a 22-21 lead.  TLU closed out the first game with a kill by Jamie Lassiter and two kills by Jamie Jahns.  
The Bulldogs took immediate control of game two by jumping out to a 17-9 lead and closed out game three with an 8-1 run that turned a 17-15 lead into a 25-16 ending.

Stetler led the Bulldogs with 10 kills, four aces and 11 digs. Tiller added nine kills and four digs. Jahns posted seven kills and four blocks (three solo blocks, one block assist). Lassiter collected five kills and three block assists.

Courtney Bird added 10 digs, and Amanda Curry and Sarah Skains combined for 28 assists. Curry dished out 15 assists, and Skains added 13.

TLU continues conference play this Saturday with a home contest against Sul Ross State. Match time at Susan Duke Court is set for 11 a.m.
