Doug Boyer (Music), associate professor and Director of the School of Music, was guest clinician for the day-long handbell workshop sponsored by the River City Ringers on Saturday, September 20th in San Antonio.  The workshop was open to all handbell choirs, ringers and handbell directors in South Texas.  Dr. Boyer taught classes in advanced techniques in handbell ringing and concepts integral in interpreting advanced literature for the handbell choir.  In addition, he conducted a reading session of literature for the advanced handbell choir. 

Athletics

Football – Mary Hardin-Baylor, ranked third in NCAA Division III, scored five touchdowns in its first six possessions and rolled to a 63-7 victory over TLU in Saturday’s ASC opener. The Bulldogs’ lone touchdown came when senior quarterback Joel Waldon hit junior receiver Steven Thrash on a 52-yard TD strike.

TLU’s Waldon threw for a career-high 254 yards by completing 21 passes in 38 attempts. He had the one touchdown toss and did not toss an interception. The Bulldogs did not commit a turnover against UMHB.

Anthony Smith rushed 15 times for 81 yards, and TLU as a team gained 126 yards rushing on 31 carries.  TLU became just the fourth team in the last 40 games to hit the 100-yard team rushing mark against a UMHB defense. The Bulldogs had 380 yards of total offense on 72 plays, and Kash Greathouse led TLU receivers with nine grabs for 98 yards, and Thrash added seven catches for 85 yards.

TLU safeties Dwight Bonner and Rolton Stevens combined for 27 tackles. Bonner collected 15 tackles and broke up a pass. Stevens had 12 tackles and a sack for eight yards. John Jackson had a team-high two tackles for loss to go with his nine total tackles.

Women’s Cross Country – TLU posted a sixth-place team finish Friday evening in the women’s cross country race at the Ricardo Romo UTSA Six Flags Fiesta Texas Classic. Caitlin Wilson led the Bulldogs with a 30th-place finish in a  time of 21 minutes, 51 seconds. TLU returns to action next Saturday at the Texas DIII Championships, hosted by McMurry University in Abilene, Texas.

Soccer – TLU’s soccer teams were busy this weekend.  The men’s team tied Mary Hardin-Baylor 0-0 on Friday. Danny Oughton took four shots for the Bulldogs, and
Gumaro Sanchez put two shots on goal for TLU. 
The women’s soccer team lost to Mary Hardin-Baylor Crusaders 3-2 on Friday. Playing without starting goalkeeper Marlena Ashby, who was injured in practice this week, the Bulldogs twice battled back from a one-goal deficit. TLU senior forward Kelli Layden tied the match at 1-1 with a goal in the 21st minute, and freshman forward Sunny Valencia knotted the match at 2-2 with a goal in the 75th minute. Valencia scored unassisted off a rebound, and Layden scored off a feed from senior Erin Peterson.  Kim Myhre, making her first career start in goal for TLU, notched three saves.
On Sunday the women and men’s soccer teams each suffered 1-0 ASC losses to Howard Payne.  In the women’s game, TLU out-shot HPU 8-7 in the losing effort. In the men’s game, TLU out-shot HPU 18-6 and led in shots on goal 7-4, but HPU keeper Francisco Medina made seven saves.

Volleyball  - TLU received 11 kills from Jessica Stetler, 20 assists from Amanda Curry and six aces from Jamie Jahns in a 25-18, 25-17, 25-12 conference win over Sul Ross State, Saturday at TLU’s Susan Duke Court.  TLU continues conference play tomorrow with a 6 p.m. road game at Howard Payne University in Brownwood.
