Golf - Sophomore Jeff Rein won the Rhodes College Men’s Fall Classic in Mississippi on Monday and led the Bulldogs to a third-place team finish.

Rein followed up Sunday’s round of 71 with a second-round 69, the second-lowest round of the day at the Tunica National golf course, and posted the top TLU score each day. The Bulldogs fired a 296 team score on Sunday and a 292 on Monday for a team total of 588, 11 shots behind first place Oglethorpe University. There were 21 teams in the tournament, and TLU was the top ASC competitor.

TLU junior Ryan Kiel tied for 15th after rounds of 75 and 765, Andrew Long tied for 20th with scores of 75 and 74, sophomore Jacob Mock and freshman Chris Hyten tied for 49th.  
Volleyball – TLU moved to 5-0 in the ASC West with a 25-19, 25-20, 26-24 win over Howard Payne last night at the Brownwood Coliseum. Sophomore outside hitter Jessica Stetler recorded 10 kills, 12 digs and two aces. Senior middle blocker Jamie Lassiter added nine kills and did not commit an error in 19 attempts. Lassiter posted a .474 hitting percentage. First-year outside hitter Alannah Tiller delivered eight kills and two blocks.

TLU setters Amanda Curry and Sarah Skains each dished out 17 assists. Curry also recorded 10 digs. Courtney Bird led TLU with 13 digs.

TLU returns to Seguin for two conference matches – at 6 p.m. Friday against McMurry and at 11 a.m. Saturday against Hardin-Simmons.
