Volleyball – TLU won both its volleyball matches over the weekend. In a battle of unbeaten teams in the American Southwest Conference West Division, the Texas Lutheran Bulldogs were in top form in defeating McMurry 25-19, 25-19, 25-22 on Friday evening.

On Saturday, in the first 2008 match-up of the last two ASC champions, the Texas Lutheran Bulldogs took sole possession of the ASC West Division lead with a 25-14, 27-25, 25-27, 25-12 win Saturday over the Hardin-Simmons Cowgirls. TLU now stands atop the ASC West Division with a one-game lead (in the loss column) over McMurry and Hardin-Simmons.
